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According to a press announcement, Finnair emphasized the —
importance of finding a fuel solution that is ecologically, financialy,
and socially sustainable.

“Bicfuel use is still not financially sustainable because biofuel is more
expensive than ordinary aviation fuel and no large-scale production or 2011 (€] Finnair
distribution has yet been established,” said Kati Thamaki, Finnair’s vice president, sustainable development.

For its first biofuel flights, Finnair is using SkyMNRG biofuel manufactured from recycled biomass in both engines of its
aircraft. The fuel mixture used is half biofuel and half ordinary aviation fuel and is certified in the same class as erdinary
aviation fuel.

The biofuel supplied by SkyNRG, a Dutch company, is made from cooking oit recycled from restaurants.
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
